1. Levees 

(a )  Descrri.ption, TJnit No. l.4 of t h e  f lood control  viorks 
described below forms an i n t e g r a l  pa r t  of t h e  Sacramento River Flood 
Control Project ,  it consis ts  of a port ion of t h e  levee along t h e  l e f t  
bank of h e r  Slough .from its junction with Cache Slough upstream 
approxba te ly  one-half mile a s  shown on t h e  at tached Drawing 504-2364, 
and d.ated August 194.7 ( & h i b i t  11Blf). 

Under t he  program provided by t he  Sacramento River Flood 
Control Project  a port ion of t h i s  levee has been enlarged as  indrcated 
below and shown h -.hibit IIBl l ,  A required road ramp has been can- 
s t ruc ted  a t  S ta t ion  19e50. The c r o w  of levee has been surfaced 6 
inches i n  d-epth and 18 f a e t  i n  width with crushed rock. These items 
a re  shown on t h e  at tached drawing i n  &hib i t  flBlf, There a r e  no s t ruc-  
tu res  a f fec t ing  levee naintenance norl:. 

(b) Location, The levee begins a t  S ta t ion  9aO0, approximately 
1000 f e e t  dGvnstreatn along Cache Slough from Lts in te r sec t ion  with 
EXner Slough. It extends upstream along t h e  l e f t  bank of Liiner Slough 
t o  S ta t ion  32+00, a t o t a l  d is tance of 2,300 f e e t ,  

( c )  - Protection Afforded, The levee constructed t o  Zlevation 
24.0 a f fords  d i r e c t  protect.i% f o r  Ryer Island against  t he  f lood waters 
of ?liner Slough upstream from its confluence with Cache Sloukh. The 
grade of t he  adopted f lood p ro f i l e  along t h e  main channel of Biiner 
Slough i s  l e v e l  a t  Elevation 18.0. The levee grade provides a f ree-  
board of 4 f e e t  above the  f lood prof i l e .  It i s  estimated t h a t  the  
combination of a f lood florv of 500,000 c.f.s. and t h e  project  high t i d e  
of Elevation 12.1 a t  Col l insv i l l e ,  Cal i fornia  w i l l  accomplish t he  adopted 
flood p ro f i l e  Elevation 18.0, 

(d )  Contractor. The construction work on t h e  levee described 
above tvas done by ~ T E a r l  Parker, Contractor, under Contract No, TJ-04- 
167-eng-1332,' a copy of which is  on f i l e  in the  U. S, Corps of Engi- 
neemf  Office, Sacramento Dis t r i c t ,  Sacramento, Ca lSorn ia .  

( e )  Be~inn ing  and Completion of Construction. Construction was 
s t a r t e d  8 Octobsr 1947, and completed 13 January 1748.
